Procedure:

Part I:  Observing Live Specimens

1. Move your spider around.  Record how it reacts.  How does it move?

2. Think of as many questions as you can about your spider based on what you have seen.

3. Examine your spider and make a colored sketch of it.  Label all of the parts that you can.

4. See if you can identify your spider using internet resources.  Label your drawing with its name.

5. Choose another spider and repeat steps 1-4.

Part II:  Observing Dead Specimens

1. Examine your arachnid and make a colored sketch of it.  Label all of the parts that you can.

2. Identify your organism.

Part III:  Examining Spiders in Habitat

1. Look for a live spider inside or outside your home.

2. Record the date and time of your observation.  Describe where you found the spider, whether there were prey remains or other spiders in the area.

3. Make a quick sketch of your spider.

4. Go back 2 days later.  Is the spider still there? 
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
