11. What trends characterize human evolution from older hominids to modern humans?

12. Be able to identify mammal orders based on traits and species.

13. Be able to identify basic mammal systems (respiratory, circulatory, etc) and their functions.

14. Be able to identify fetal pig structures and functions.
